Kilbirnie School Swimming Festival 2019
Dear Parents/Caregivers
The School Swimming festival is for all children in Years 4-6 and is a qualifying event for participation at the Eastern Zones Swimming Competition (14 August). Any child hoping to qualify for this event MUST be present.  It is also a fun participation event that provides an opportunity for all students to be involved. 
WHEN: Wednesday 3 July
TIME: 10.00am – 12NOON
WHERE: Kilbirnie Aquatic Centre

WHAT: Races will be organised into two categories – competitive and non-competitive. Please discuss with your child beforehand which event they are going to participate in and ensure they are capable of swimming 25m in the 2m deep pool to participate in competitive. If your child is in an extension class for our swimming sessions this term they will be expected to enter some competitive events. Some of those in Learn to swim groups will also be able to swim competitively,
ORGANISATION:  The competitive and non-competitive events will run at the same time using the different areas of the pool. The competitive events will be in the middle section (2metres deep) of the pool. Events will be timed. We will have 10 appointed adults who will be timing the races, two people at the end of each lane with Barbara Ryan overseeing. This is a simple, fun job and training will be provided on the day. People will time the competitor in their lane with the stopwatch provided.

Children can opt to participate in the 25m breaststroke and butterfly only if they have had training in these strokes. These races will be open races as the numbers entering are usually quite low. Swimmers in any one race could be from year 4-6. Times will be recorded to find placings.

Staff will be responsible for recording final results and ensuring the children are called for each event. We respectfully ask that parents not assisting in the running of the event stay away from the start and finish areas. 
The non-competitive event is held in at the 1.2 metre end of the pool. It is for those children who are not confident swimmers. It is designed to maximise participation and for those involved to have fun. Children who are concerned about swimming in the 1.2 metre pool are able to swim at the edge of the pool so they can hold onto the side if they feel the need.  
WHAT TO BRING: Children will need togs, 2 towels, warm clothes, drink & snack, medication if required. A raincoat for the walk to/from pool. 
EVENT HELPERS: We need volunteers to assist with the timing of races. Please help out if you are able.
